Supply List:  

Stamp: Paper Pumpkin Ho Ho Ho - October 2022 

Ink: Memento, Pool Party 

Cardstock/Paper:     

Real Red card base 5½ x 8½, scored at 4¼  

Envelope with Striped pattern inside (from Paper 

Pumpkin kit) or Designer Paper 2 x 5¼ 

Pool Party mat 4 x 5¼ 

Basic White inside mat 4 x 5¼ and a 2” circle,   

and ¾ x 2¼  

Basic Black 2¼” circle 

Embellishments: Black & White Gingham 

Ribbon, Basic Rhinestones 

Tools: Bone Folder, Stampin’ Up! Trimmer, Paper 

Snips, Real Red Dark Stampin’ Blend Marker, 

Petal Pink Light Stampin’ Blend Marker 

 

Instructions:  

1. Fold card base in half and use Bone Folder to crease on score line.  

2. Adhere Basic White inside mat to inside of card. 

3. Stamp Snowflakes on top portion of Pool Party mat using Pool Party ink. 

4. Stamp Santa’s Sleigh and Reindeer using Memento ink in top right area of Pool Party mat. 

5. Cut 2 side edges of envelope, unfold and cut a piece 2 x 5¼ (or use Designer Paper), adhere to 

bottom of Pool party mat. 

6. Use ‘Sharpie Technique’ to tie knot in Black & White Gingham Ribbon close to one end of ribbon (see 

video on tying using sharpie technique HERE). 

7. Adhere knotted ribbon across middle of card positioning knot on left edge of mat and tack ends in 

back using adhesive, then adhere mat to front of card. 

8. Stamp Santa on white circle using Memento ink. Color hat and nose using Real Red Dark Stampin’ 

Blend marker. Color face using Petal Pink Light Stampin’ Blend marker. 

9. Adhere Santa to Basic Black circle then adhere to card using dimensionals. 

10. Stamp sentiment using Memento ink on small basic white rectangle, adhere to card using 

dimensionals. 

11. Add a few Basic Rhinestones to card for decoration.
